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As we reflect on the past year and look into 2024, we are amazed at how God has 

blessed Proem and us who serve here. Last year was a year of many “firsts”. For 

the first time, our camp schedule expanded to include two free camps specifically 

for Ukrainian orphans and widows. It was the first year of our Christian school 

expansion, and we enrolled over 500 students who are reminded every day of 

Jesus’ love. It was the first time that Tomy Church engaged in such a large mission 

trip to Africa. It was also the first time Proem implemented our version of a 

sabbatical. Be assured that we were able to conduct all our regular camp, school, 

and church programs, but we made time for significant personal rest and family 

activities. These times of rest gave us the opportunity to think, pray, study, and seek 

God’s will in a different and unique 

way. It gave us clarity, gratefulness, 

courage, and inspiration for how we will 

serve Him going forward. Thank you for 

making this possible. 

First, our church planting efforts, including the successful launch of the new 

campus in Piotrków and further development in Łódź, demonstrate not only 

growth in numbers but also the nurturing of a new generation of leaders. These 

endeavors, made possible by your support, embody our commitment to laying 

down deep roots in the community where faith can grow. Additionally, Exodus 15, 

our worship band of staff members and volunteers, released a new album entitled 

"Fundament," which means foundation. This album has been our soundtrack this 

past year and encouraged believers across the globe. 

In Christian Education, we’ve experienced significant growth within “Flow” student 

ministries, with over 65 students joining us each Friday evening. Our students 

have shown an increasing need for guidance and support, which has prompted us 

to expand our team of school counselors. We hope to continue to provide further 

opportunities for them to encounter Christ inside and outside the classroom.

We’ve also seen profound growth as well as new needs in our Community Help efforts. 

The Help Center has become a sanctuary for Ukrainian refugees and each Saturday, the 

Ukrainian club brings together at least 60 kids, creating a space of joy and belonging 

for them. Additionally, we've opened an after-school hangout space, offering students a 

place of support and community and our counseling center has also expanded rapidly 

to meet growing demands. These initiatives are essential to our mission, reflecting our 

commitment to standing with those in crisis.

We are also anticipating the day when we officially break ground on the new Leadership 

Development Center at our camp in Zakościele. This expansion isn't just about space; it's 

about the opportunity to welcome more individuals into our community, offering them 

the chance to grow, learn, and lead. Our passion and commitment to this project is fueled 

by the hope of reaching more people and raising up Godly leaders in the next generation.

As we look ahead to 2024, we are excited about the opportunities to extend the 

Kingdom's reach and impact. While the year has been filled with challenges, we are 

encouraged by the hope and resilience of our community. Together, we look toward a 

future where every individual we serve can experience the transformative love of Christ.
